No Backpacks or Book Bags in Classes This Year

Both Chaska High School and Chanhassen High School implemented a no backpack / book bag policy last
year. Lockers are provided for every student. Here is the policy language and some of the rationale for
the policy.

Backpacks, book bags and any item intended to carry educational materials will be allowed on school
campus to help transport materials to / from school. Upon arriving at school, student should secure
their backpacks / book bags in their lockers. Backpacks and book bags will not be allowed in classrooms,
media center, the commons, or computer labs during the school day. Any unattended property will be
subject to search and seizure. Students are responsible for safeguarding their personal property. Stolen
property cannot be reimbursed by the school.

Realizing that a large number of students will be shuttling between Chanhassen and Chaska High Schools
to take classes and will not have access to lockers at both locations, Chaska High School will make



allowance for visiting students to carry their backpacks to class. Teachers will make provisions for
visiting students to leave their backpacks in a designated area in their classrooms.

Why a backpack and book bag policy?

e Backpacks contribute to space concerns in the classroom with larger class sizes.

e Backpacks can lead to safety and security issues in the classroom with the bags in aisles and
students bringing things they should not bring.

e Backpacks and personal items are more secure in locked lockers than when sitting on floors in
classrooms, lunchroom, etc. This should reduce issues of theft.

e Backpacks add to distractions in the classroom (zippers, pockets, items not related to class).

e Elementary schools, middle schools, and the freshman center did not allow backpacks last year,
so no backpacks at the high school aligns all the district schools.

e Some concern about the weight of backpacks and related health risks for students. Backpacks
were already heavy and full on the 4-period day. The 7-period day will mean more books and
materials, so students would almost certainly need to use their locker anyway.

Link Crew

A special thanks to 40+ eleventh and twelfth grade students who are part of Link Crew. Link Crew is a
student mentorship program that connects eleventh and twelfth grade students with ninth grade
students to help with the transition to school. Link Crew leaders have participated in several days of
training and assist with several activities including the ninth grade orientation morning, the New Student
Orientation evening, and welcoming students to school on the first day. Thanks Link Crew leaders for
your energy and leadership.

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NCAA Course Requirements for Student Athletes have changed

The rules regarding software-based credit recovery, virtual, online, independent study and
correspondence courses have changed. These types of courses, which are identified by the NCAA
Eligibility Center as nontraditional courses, must meet new guidelines in order to be used for college-
bound student-athletes who are planning to attend an NCAA Division | college or university.

What Are the Changes?
Nontraditional courses must meet the following:

1. Courses that are taught through distance learning, online, credit recovery, etc. need to be
comparable in length, content and rigor to courses taught in a traditional classroom
setting. Students may not skip lessons or test out of modules. The course must be four-year
college preparatory.

2. All courses must include ongoing access between the instructor and student, as well as regular
interaction for purposes of teaching, evaluating and providing assistance. This may include, for
example, exchanging of e-mails between the student and teacher, feedback on assignments,
and the opportunity for the teacher to engage the student in individual instruction.

3. Any course taken must have a defined time period for completion. For example, it should be
clear whether the course is meant to be taken for an entire semester or during a more
condensed time frame, such as six weeks, etc.

4. Nontraditional courses should be clearly identified as such on the high school transcript.

When Does this Rule Take Effect?

The rule applies to courses completed on or after August 1, 2010, for students first entering an NCAA
Division | college or university on or after August 1, 2010. Nontraditional courses completed prior to
August 1, 2010, will be reviewed under current NCAA standards.

It is important to remember that all courses need to be rigorous, four-year college preparatory in
nature. Students should be encouraged to take courses that are quantitatively and qualitatively the
same as courses offered through traditional means, and to take courses that will prepare them for the
academic rigors they will face at a four-year college or university.

Transcripts Using Docufide

Our high schools’ have joined forces with Docufide™ to bring you Secure Transcript™-- the safe,
paperless way to send transcripts directly to the colleges you choose. It’s easy, it’s secure, and it’s
available 24/7. Docufide™ will send out official transcripts, to the colleges and scholarship funds you
choose. All public universities in Minnesota and Wisconsin are able to receive transcripts electronically
along with many other out of state public and private colleges. Docufide™ sends a paper copy to
colleges not able to receive an electronic transcript. Secure Transcript™ makes applying to college a little
easier—for the school, for colleges and for you.

Request to Exclude Student Directory Information

By law, District 112 is required to release Student Directory Information to those who request it.
Directory information is that information on a student that would not generally be considered harmful
or an invasion of privacy if disclosed. Directory information is considered public information. One of the
purposes of directory information is to allow the School District to include the following types of
information about the student in official school publications, including, but not limited to, the yearbook,
the student newspaper, graduation programs, honor roll or other recognition lists, sports programs, and
drama playhbills.

If you wish to exclude your student’s directory information from any published lists available to the
public, a form must be completed and returned to the school office. The exclusion will become effective
within five business days upon the school’s receipt of this completed form. The exclusion will be in effect
for the remainder of the current school year. The Exclusion Request form must be completed (renewed)
each school year.

For complete information including registration deadlines, visit the ACT website at www.actstudent.org.
You may select CHS as your first choice test site for applicable dates when you register online by putting
in the CHS test center code which is 173160. To authorize ACT to release your test scores to CHS, you
will need to provide our high school code which is 240423. You can also register by mail. Registration
packets are available in the Career Resource Center.

We highly recommend that juniors take the ACT at least once in the spring of their junior year. The ACT

also has an optional Writing test, and because colleges like the U of MN Twin Cities and Duluth require it,
we also encourage juniors to take the Writing test at least once.

PSAT Information for Juniors and other students who wish to test:
The PSAT will be taken on Wednesday, October 13, 2010 starting at 8:10am.

PSAT Registration will begin Monday, September 13, in the Career Resource Center. Priority registration
ends September 20 for a cost of $13 (checks preferred, made out to “Chaska High School”). The fee will
be $14 for late registration from September 21 to October 1.

The Preliminary SAT/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test (PSAT/NMSQT) is a standardized test
that provides practice for college entrance tests. It also gives juniors a chance to enter the National
Merit Scholarship programs and gain access to college and career planning tools. The PSAT measures
critical reading skills, math problem-solving skills, and writing skills — the test does not require students
to recall specific facts from their classes. Please contact your counselor or the Career Resource Center if
you have any questions.

New this year — to streamline student registration the Activities Office will issue W/ f S I/ NJ NAESQ
students after registration. These cards are to be handed to the coach/advisor signifying that the
registration process within the Activities Office is complete. “Newg this year — late forms will result in
non-participation for 24 hours.

It is recommended all coaches encourage their players to fill out registration forms at least two (2)
weeks prior to the start of the season.

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Chaska High School made the list of 1600 top American high schools in 2010 as ranked by Newsweek

magazine. Only six percent of all of the U.S. public schools made the list. The magazine picks the schools

“based on how hard school staffs work to challenge students with advanced placement college-level

courses and tests.”

The selection marks the first time Chaska High has been selected for the yearly honor. Twenty-eight
Minnesota high schools made the list in 2010.

One of the School Board’s continuing goals has been to increase the number of high school students

enrolling in Advanced Placement classes and taking the year-end exams. Advanced Placement classes
are college-level courses taught by teachers trained to present the challenging coursework. Students
may choose to take exams in the spring and, if successful, can earn college credit.

In 2005, 261 tests were taken by Chaska High students. In 2010, 890 District 112 high school students
took AP exams. The number of AP exams District 112 students passed increased 28 percent over last
year and by 120% over the past three years.

“The increase in the number of CHS students enrolling in Advanced Placement classes coupled with the
rising number of students taking the year-end exams relates directly to the recognition the Newsweek
list brings to our school,” said Principal David Brecht. “One of the primary goals of the redesign of our
secondary program was to increase rigor in our classroom and better prepare our students for post-
secondary programs. Increased enrollment in AP classes and more students earning passing scores are
indications that we are on the right track.”
